BORDER FENCE TO GO AHEAD?

INVITATION TO THE PLANT SALE

On September 14, Secretary of Homeland Security Michael
Chertoff took time out from dealing with the aftermath of
Hurricane Katrina to announce that he will waive all
environmental laws in order to allow completion of the
Triple Border Fence.

Chertoff , who famously stated that he didn’t know that
2000 people lacked food and water at New Orleans
Superdome, while not yielding on the destruction of rare
and endangered plants, did promise to promote “an
aesthetically pleasing” fence that will “not block ocean
views.”

CNPS and other environmental organizations will challenge
the legality of the Real ID Act’s attempt to override an
existing legal determination (by the Coastal Commission)
after the fact. Send contributions for our legal fund to
CNPS, P.O. Box 121390, San Diego, CA 92112-1390(see
back page) and write “Borderfields’ in the note line on your
check.
